View of construction near the Langdale block Since then, HS2 have appealed to
Camden seeks assurance as the Government over approved
construction restarts routes to and from their construction
sites, seeking access to: the
Adelaide Road site which would
impact the northern part of Camden
High Street; and the Euston
Approaches site which would impact
Regents Park Estate and Harrington
Square.

We believe that these routes present
an unacceptable risk to pedestrians
and unreasonable disruption to
surrounding homes. To support your
community, we are standing firm

Though we are keen for
these works to continue, your safety remains our top priority and so
we have asked HS2’s contractors to provide a clear outline of how
they plan to meet safe social distance guidelines going forward. We
